· An indication of approximately how many hours of supervision you would want (remembering that supervision includes all time spent on your project, both face to face and reading it)

· An indication of other services you require, such as use of the Library, use of campus computer labs, attendance at taught modules1. Unfortunately we are unable to offer office space.

· An indication of your source of funding.

4. Occasional Taught Student. We need:

· Your CV (esp. educational background and academic work experience)
· The names of the modules1 you wish to attend or at least an indication of how many

· Whether you would wish to take these modules on an un assessed or assessed basis

· An indication of other services you require, such as use of the Library, use of campus computer labs

· An indication of your source of funding.
